All graduates of CSNN's Natural Nutrition program qualify to register for the Advanced Holistic Nutrition™ Program, or qualify to register for individual workshops within the Advanced Holistic Nutrition program. Holistic Nutritionists and other professionals are welcome to take the elective workshops, however those wanting official entry into the Advanced Holistic Nutrition program must provide a transcript from an accredited school and pass the entrance exam.

An average of 80% must be obtained for each subject.
